In Ladoga lake :

At Valaam tourists visit the orthodox monastries ,skeets ( mini monasteries), cathedrals. A small boat will take

Orthodox spirituals performed by the monks of the Valaam monastery accomplishes the visit.

At Svir river:

Mandrogi in areconstructed village,built on the bank of the Svir river to illustrate the traditions & lifestyle of
Russian’s past.

Svirstroj “agreen stop” on the Svir river at the settle constructed for builders of Power Plant in 1932.

It is famous for its natural lake and very picturesque landscapes.

In Onega lake :

Kizhi is the place of Russian’s most impressive collection of the wooden architecture.There are izbas-peasant’s
houses ,churches ,barns,bath houses etc.

One of its exhibits is know as the Eight Miracle of the world.It is Preobrazhenskaya

( Transfiguration) Church with 22 cupolas ,which was made entirely of wood,

without a single nail.Kizhi is listed by UNESCO'’s in the Word cultural heritage.
